Loading and Unloading

RAMPS: Correct length, width and weight for the equipment that you will be loading
and unloading. Secured so they will not slip or tip.

WINCH: Check before use, cable, hook, securely

mounted to the truck or trailer. Do not exceed the capacity of the winch,
three full turns of cable on the drum, do not use the winch to secure the
load, stand clear, keep spectators away, wear gloves, place a heavy blanket
on the cable to help prevent whiplash in case the cable breaks, never attach
the hook back onto the cable, a safety chain attached to the load and to the
trailer in case of winch failure, never place the cable on top of the drum. Use
a shackle or strap at the anchor point.

TRACTORS: Allow them to warm up before driving up the ramps. Many accidents
happen when the tractor is not running well, then, partially up the ramps it suddenly
runs well and flips over backwards.
